Choosing the right level

Level 1 courses

Diploma (1 year)
For people who have no formal qualifications in art but a keen interest in experimenting with media to make images

The subject you can study is

Level 1 Diplomas can qualify you for entry to level 2 courses if you achieve a merit grade

For people who have achieved three GCSE at grade D/3 or equivalent and show a practical interest in art.

The subjects you can study are
Art and Design, Photography, Fashion, Performing Arts and Creative Media Production
Level 2 Diplomas can qualify you for entry to level 3 courses if you achieve a merit grade

Level 3 courses

Extended Diplomas (2 years)
For people who have achieved four GCSE at grades C/4 and have a portfolio of practical work

The subjects you can study are,
Art and Design, Creative Media Production, Fashion, Graphic Design, Photography, Performing
Arts (Acting for Stage, Screen or Acting/Musical Theatre), Music, Dance, Technical Theatre

Foundation Diploma in Art and Design (1 year)
For people who have achieved an A level or an Extended Diploma course in an Art or Design subject but would like to
explore more before specialising at degree level.

Performance, Professional Diploma in Technical & Production Practice
For people who have achieved level 3 in a similar subject or a relevant combination of A levels and want to refine

Universities compare achievement between Extended Diplomas and A Levels by converting
course grades into ‘UCAS points’. The table above shows the grades for Extended Diplomas and
A levels and the number of UCAS points they are worth. The average required UCAS points
score for entry to an Art, Design and Media degree course is about 120 points.

Level 4/5/6 BA (Hons)

The BA Hons courses are University undergraduate degrees and recognised by employers.
Applications to our BA courses should be made through UCAS. The Commercial Photography
course is validated by the University of Hull.



How much does the course cost?

Tuition fees

Our full-time courses are free to students who are
under 19. Some students over 19 may need to pay
fees but can apply for ‘advanced learner loans’ to
help them the costs of tuition.

Students who already have a full level 3 qualification
can also take out an ‘advanced learner loan’ to do
another one.

Our Student Services team can assess your
situation and advise you if you think you may need
to pay.

You can use the information here to make a budget
for the year by adding up all the costs you know you
will have to pay. You must be sure that you can get
through the whole course. ‘Hoping for the best’ is
not a good financial plan.

If you are planning to do a part-time job during the
course, it must not clash with your timetable or take
priority over coursework. If you need to work to
support yourself, consider if you have enough time
after work to do coursework properly.

Additional costs

The studio fee: (between £35 and £100
depending which course you choose) is payable at
the start of the year. This will cover some of the
essential materials you will need for practical work.

Everyday materials: you may need to buy some
items yourself during the year such as your own
stationery, sketchbooks, pens, Pritt stick, masking
tape, pencils, paint, film and photographic paper,
memory sticks and DVDs etc. This will vary
according to your course and your project work.
Some of these items you can buy from the college.

Educational visits: Trips to see professional work
may take you to other towns and cities around the
UK. There may even be a foreign or residential
trip. The cost would depend on the destination and
the method of transport. Students can pay by
instalments over a period of time to help spread
the costs.

Financial Support: If you or your family have a
low income or are in receipt of benefits, the college
may be able to help you with the cost of trips,
equipment, specialist clothing, travel, materials
and childcare, using its Learner Support Funds.

Practical work

Much of your course will involve practical work.
You will need to try out everything you are asked
to do even if you are not sure you like it. Expect
some things to be difficult when you first try them.
The secret is not to give up if it doesn’t work first
time. It's ok to make mistakes and you will get
help to improve.

Written work

Creative Arts courses all involve some written
work. Sometimes you will need to do research
and often you will need to explain and evaluate
your own work or the work of others. Many
students find this difficult at first. Sometimes you
can use digital methods such as video or blogs to
communicate your thoughts. We can help you
practice this.

Assignments and briefings

It is very important that you attend assignment
briefings. They tell you what is expected and
often include practical tips and examples which
will help you do the work.

Assessment and Deadlines

All your projects will have a deadline by which the
work must be completed.

Extensions to a deadline are only permitted in
extreme circumstances.

Independent study

You will be expected to work outside your
timetabled hours to;

e do sufficient work to pass the course

e give you essential practice time

e develop your ability to work independently

English and Maths

If you do not have a grade 4 or above in English
and Maths, you must study these subjects
alongside your course. Your timetable will be
designed to fit these classes in and attendance
will be compulsory.

English and Maths qualifications are essential if
you want to get a job or go to university.



Your Study Programme

If you are 16-18 years old when you start your new
course, you will enrol on a ‘Study Programme’.

Your Study Programme includes all the things you will
do as part of your course. It includes your main
qualification but also involves other things.

Your study programme is designed to give you a broad
and interesting experience which will prepare you for
work.

A Study programme usually includes:-

Main Qualification / subject (e.g. Photography, Media,
Music, Art)

Work Experience (helps you prepare for work through
tutorial discussion, work placements and projects with
local organisations and employers)

Enrichment (e.g. educational visits, talks and
workshops from professionals in the industry)
Volunteering (e.g. fund raising or charity work)
English classes (if you have less than a grade 4)
Maths classes (if you have less than a grade 4)
Tutorial support (you will have regular meetings with
your Progress Coach to discuss how well things are
going. These meetings may be online. This is a time
when you can ask for help if you start to struggle.

CPD (You will have CPD sessions each week to
discuss wider topics as a group that will help you
prepare for work and independence. These sessions
may be delivered online)

You should expect to spend at least 16 hours per
week on your study programme and for most of that
time you will need to be in college. You must take part
in all your study programme activities and complete 30
hours work experience during the year.

Attendance

The college day typically starts at 9.00 and
finishes at 16.00.

Your lessons could be timetabled for any day
of the week and you may be timetabled for
just part of a day e.g. 9.00 — 12.00 or 13.00 —
16.00. You will be given a timetable when you
start your course. We will try to make sure it
doesn’t change for the whole year.

There may be days when you have no lessons
and you do not have to attend the college at
all. Some activities may be done online from
home. There may be times when you need to
spend extra hours at college in order to
ensure your project work is the best you can
do. You will need to plan transport and adjust
part time work for these occasions.

You are not able to take holidays during term
time because they would affect your progress
and assessment.

Frequently Asked Questions

What is a study programme?

A study programme is a collection of activities which make
up your course (see page 11). All parts of the study
programme are mandatory for learners who are 16-18.

How often | have to come to college?
You may have to come to college everyday or you may have
some days which are not timetabled (see page 11).

Will | have to do Maths and English?

If you don’t yet have a grade 4 you will have to retake it
during your course. Everyone will continue to develop their
English and maths skills through course work (see page 11).

Can | take holidays during term time?

No, we will not authorise holidays during term time because
you will miss important working time and teaching which will
affect your progress, grades and your success.

Will | have to wear a uniform?

The College doesn’t have a formal dress code except in
settings where protective clothing must be worn. However
students should be mindful that the College is a working
professional environment. Students should avoid wearing
items that expose significant amounts of flesh e.g. crop tops,
transparent clothing or exceptionally brief shorts or skirt.

What do | do if | am unable to attend a class?

If you are unable to attend you must contact the college to
say why. You will be given the absence number when you
start the course.

Will there be homework?

Yes, you will be expected to work at home as well. You
should expect to do at least half as many hours at home as
you do in lessons.

Will there be work experience and enrichment?

Yes, all students will to do work experience and attend
activities that will enhance their CV and introduce them to
industry professionals. This could range from placements
with an employer to doing projects set by local businesses.

How much do educational visits cost?

Visits are an important part of your course. We usually
ask for a contribution to the cost and this will vary from
£15 or more (residential trips cost more). If you are
unable to afford the cost you could ask the Student
Services department for financial help

Will the course cost me anything?

There are some costs for your course. At the start of the
course there is a one-off payment (studio fee) which will
help to cover the cost of essential materials and
equipment. This cost ranges from £35 to £100
dependent on the course you choose. You will be sent
more information before the course starts.

Can | get financial support?
Our Student Services team can advise you if financial
support is available to you.

Can | park at the college?

You can use the car park for motorbikes or cycles but
there is no student parking at any college site for cars
unless you are registered disabled.

Where can | eat and drink?

There are food and drinks machines in the College
buildings but you are not allowed to eat or drink during
sessions or in the workshops or Mac suites. There is a
large canteen called NG24 on campus where you can
buy drinks and hot and cold food.

What equipment will | need?

Your course will provide many of the materials you need
but you will need to supply some yourself. You will be
sent a list of the equipment and materials you will need
to buy before you start the course.

Is there a library?

Yes, the library is based on our campus. There is a very
good collection of books, magazines and online
resources dedicated to the Creative Arts. You will be
given an induction into the use of the library when you
start your course.

Will | be able to use computers at college?

Every student is given their own IT account when they
start a course. You will be able to access the internet,
send e-mails and create and print practical work. The art
college uses both PCs and Apple Mac computers.

Can | smoke at college?

No, smoking cigarettes and e-cigarettes is not allowed in
any college buildings. Designated outdoor areas are
provided.

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Travelling to and from College

Problems with travel arrangements can
affect your attendance and punctuality
and may impact on your success on the
course, so it is very important that you
are prepared.

Many of our learners use public transport
to get to and from college from all over
the county. We are very strict about
punctuality. You may have to get up
early to be on time and you may get
home late.

Arriving late to college or leaving early to
catch a train or bus is not acceptable.

When checking bus and train timetables
remember that the bus and train stations
are about 10-minute walk from the
college.

Cycles, mopeds and motor bikes can be
parked on campus but unfortunately we
can’t accommodate cars on site unless
you are registered disabled. However
you can buy parking passes at college
that give access to local public car parks
at a reduced fee.

Working at home to save time and
money is not an option!

Help with the costs of travelling

If you are aged under 19 on September 1%, starting a full-time course and living more
than three miles from your chosen campus you may be entitled to subsidised public
transport.

Applying for a place

Here’s what happens next

You can start our application process by filling
in an online application form on the Lincoln
College website (BA courses are only
available via UCAS).

Our Welcome Day

When you have applied, you will be invited to
a Welcome Day, this may take place online.
This is your opportunity to ask any questions
you have about the course, qualifications and
career options.

What you need to show us

When you have sent us your application, we
will make you a CONDITIONAL offer but to
secure your place you will need to send us
more information. You will be asked to send
us some evidence of the skills you have
developed so far (in school or independently).

When will you know if you have a
place?

The tutor will assess the material you have
sent us and also consider your predicted
grades. We will assess your potential and
recommend the best course and level for you
to ensure you can achieve well.

This means that you still need to meet
specified conditions before you can take up
the place e.g. a satisfactory reference,
achieving the required exam grades (these
are listed in the circles on the course
information pages at the back of this book).

What if the course isn’t right for
you?

If we think you have applied for the wrong
course we will discuss this with you and
explain why. You will be invited to an interview
with our advisory staff to help you to explore
the alternative routes available to you.

We may suggest other subjects for you to
consider. The college runs a wide range of
courses on campuses at Lincoln,
Gainsborough and Newark. There s
something to suit all interests.

This one-year Level 2 Diploma is highly
practical and is designed to give you an introduction
to media-based skills, such as video production,
photography techniques, animation and developing a
creative media project. You will use a range of
resources including digital SLR cameras, HD video
cameras, editing software and Mac computers.

The course is made up of eight units which deal with
different aspects of Creative Media Production. You
will look at research, communication, audience and
the media sector together with techniques in Video
Production, Photography Techniques, Animation
Techniques and Creative Media Production Project
(the projects may vary).

You learn how to plan ideas, create storyboards and
scripts, explore genres and techniques, annotate
your work and learn to understand and write about
other people’s work.

This qualification has been designed to develop the
skills needed for any career path and will enable you
to demonstrate confidence, good organisation,
adaptability, independence, teamwork and reliability.

There will be discussions and demonstrations where
we show you how to do things, and lots of practical
activities.

You will work in a group of up to 16 students and
your weekly timetable will be approximately 13
hours. Practice is essential to become good at what
you do, so you should plan to spend at least 6 hours
per week of your own time on course work.

As well as practical work there will be an opportunity
to do GCSE retakes in English and maths if you need
to.

The qualification is worth 4 GCSEs
and is full time.

Students do not have to sit external
exams.

A studio fee is payable at the start of
the course (approx. £35). You may
also go on educational visits and be
asked to make a contribution to the
cost. Tuition and exam fees only apply
to those 19 or over on 31 August.

What does this course lead
to?

After completing your Level 2 First
Diploma, you will be able to apply for
a range of Level 3 (two year) courses,
such as the Level 3 Extended Diploma
in Creative Media Production, or
other qualifications in photography,
graphic design, etc.

Qualifications you need to

come on the course
You will need at least one of the
following:-
e  Three GCSEs at grade D/3 or above
including English
e  Equivalent level 1 or 2
qualifications
You will also need to show a
creative portfolio of video, audio or
print based work and evidence of a
keen interest in media.
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On this two-year Level 3 Extended

Diploma course, most of your working week
will be spent in an art studio. You will develop
your art and design skills by doing practical work
and you will have the opportunity to experiment
with a wide range of media and ways of
working. There will be demonstrations where
we show you how to do things and lectures
which teach you how to study the art and design
work of others. You will also learn how to plan a
project and organise your time so that later on
you will be able to work independently and
meet deadlines.

You will develop practical skills like making things,
computer work and creating designs. We will also
teach you how to draw and paint, how to use
colour, how to create and develop ideas, how to
be visually aware and how to use different media.

This qualification has been designed to improve
the skills needed for any career path and will
enable you to demonstrate adaptability,
independence, professionalism, team work,
reliability, imagination and creative flair.

To become good at what you do, practice is
essential. Your weekly timetable will be
approximately 13 hours. You should plan to spend
at least 6 hours per week of your own time on
course work.

Most students go on to Art Foundation
or higher education by doing a degree
in an art or design subject. Students
who meet the entry criteria for a UAL
university are guaranteed an interview.
Some students may go directly to
employment.

Qualifications needed to
come on the course

Four GCSEs grade C/4 or above or
equivalents. Your qualifications should
include either Maths or English and an art
and design related subject (not including
Expressive Arts).

You will also need a portfolio of art and
design work. Applicants without standard
qualifications are invited to apply
providing they can demonstrate relevant
skills and commitment. Mature applicants
are welcome.
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On this 2-year course you will develop a
personal portfolio of creative skills and
techniques that explore a range of approaches to
print making and surface texture in a variety of
projects.

Working with specialist tutors you will explore
drawing techniques, look at texture, line, mark-
making, scale, layering, pattern making, collage,
relief, paper and fabric manipulation, digital and
mixed media. You will create flat work but also
explore 3D media, making use of pottery
workshops, a dark room, media studios and our
light and airy art studios.

Research and contextual studies develop
understanding of contemporary and historical
developments in art and design. There will also be
gallery visits and trips. You are taught how to plan
a project and organise time; work independently
and meet deadlines, with opportunities to exhibit
work. You will meet professional artists and
designers and do work experience as part of your
course with the opportunity to develop an online
presence to promote your work globally.

This qualification has been designed to improve
the skills needed for any career path and will
enable you to demonstrate adaptability,
independence, professionalism, team work,
reliability, imagination and creative flair.

Your qualifications should
include either Maths or English and an
art and design related subject (not
including Expressive Arts).

You will also need a portfolio of art and
design work. Applicants without
standard qualifications are invited to
apply providing they can demonstrate
relevant skills and commitment. Mature
applicants are welcome.
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This two-year Extended Diploma
course is largely practical and gives you not only
a broad range of skills and experiences but also
provides a professional environment where your
portfolio of work and skills can be expanded to
industry standards. There are opportunities to
gather skills in Film, Television & Production;
Graphic Design; Video & Audio Production;
Media Marketing; Journalism.

The course runs as a Media Production Company,
NCM has four main elements; a television station,
broadcasting from the NCM PM-TV Studio; a
termly campus magazine produced in NCM
Production Offices, a Radio and Podcast Studio
recorded from NCMs PM-Pod Studio; A Film
Production Company, NCM-Films, also based in
NCM Production Offices. In addition to working in
these specialist areas you will also have many
opportunities to work on real projects with
external clients.

Your practical projects are underpinned by
theory, techniques and research and include a
weekly film studies session to watch and analyse
classic films. After each project you will screen
and evaluate your work.

This qualification has been designed to improve
the skills needed for any career path and will
enable you to demonstrate adaptability,
independence, professionalism, team work,
reliability, imagination and creative flair.

You will work as a team with other students in
multiple project groups. To become good at
what you do, practice is essential. Your weekly
timetable will be approximately 13 hours. You
should plan to spend at least 6 hours per week
of your own time on course work.

There will also be an opportunity to re-do GCSE
English and maths if you need to.

and marketing.

Qualifications needed
to come on the course

Level 2 Diploma in Media or
directly related subject or four
GCSEs grade C/4 or above or
equivalents. Your qualifications
must include English.

You will also need a portfolio of
creative work such as video, audio
or printed images that demonstrate
your interest. Mature applicants
are welcome.
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On this 2-year course You will cover all
aspects of acting for the screen and learn how
to take a production from initial idea through to
the first performance or broadcast. You will be
part of a creative community based at our
Newark campus and have opportunities to
collaborate with the media team and create
your own original work.

Practical workshops in acting, voice, screen craft,
and scenography will enable you to build your
own creative skills. You'll be taught be
professional actors and filmmakers, many of
whom continue to work in the industry.

You will explore how to approach a text,
developing techniques and skills. You will gain
confidence dealing with the technical pressures
of live recording. You will learn about the
differences between the casting process for
screen and for theatre. You will also focus on
finding work and build a CV ready for
employment.
