L2 / 3 ART AND DESIGN INTERVIEW TASK
Drawing is an important part of the art and design work. With this in mind we would like you to do some observational drawing. Do not worry if your drawing skills aren’t very good yet. We are looking for potential not brilliant drawing. How you go about doing the project is just as important as the drawings you do.

Read all the information below very carefully before you start. Part of the project is about being able to follow instructions correctly.

What you need to produce

Level 2 Art and Design
· Drawings of man-made objects:

· at least 3 A3 sheets of line only drawing

· at least 1 A3 sheet of tonal drawing
· preliminary sketches
Level 3 Art and Design
· Drawings of man-made objects:

· at least 4 A3 sheets of line only drawing

· at least 1 A3 sheet of tonal drawing

· preliminary sketches
Level 3 Art and Design (Fashion)
· Drawings of accessories or garments:

· at least 2 A3 sheets of line only drawing

· at least 2 A3 sheet of tonal drawing
· preliminary sketches

How to do it

Work on A3 sized cartridge using a B pencil or softer (2B, 3B etc.)

Draw a single object rather than trying to create compositions with groups of objects

Draw the object, and make it large so it fills the A3 sheet 
Concentrate on accuracy of proportion and shape

Try to make straight edges straight but do not use a ruler

Leave in the construction lines and draw over mistakes. Do not use a rubber to erase them

Do some quick sketches first to get used to the object before spending more time on a drawing

Map out the drawing first with light construction lines

Do not try to make highly finished pictures
Keep all the drawings you do even if you think they are not good enough. Do not throw anything away. We will not expect to see ‘perfect’ drawings. Instead, we want to see how you look at things and how you draw. Even bad drawings will tell us these things

Bring all your drawings to your interview; we look forward to meeting you.
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
